The Constitution of the UAlbany Swim Club
Article I


This organization shall be called the UAlbany Swim Club.

Article II


The UAlbany Swim Club is a SUNY Albany club sport organization collaborating with an intercollegiate athletic swimming organization dedicated to provide a manageable, fun, and competitive health/fitness experience for UAlbany Students. The UAlbany Swim Club does this by providing weekly practices geared toward maximize swimming potential, teaching the various swimming strokes and method drills for each stroke, and dividing up swimmers by skill for more personalized workouts and lessons. They UAlbany Swim Club will also provide competitions against other schools where swimmers will race in relays and individual events, and organize club events. 
Article III


Membership is open to anyone and everyone who wants to join, as long as they are able to swim in deep water, and behave in a cooperative manner.

Article IV


The UAlbany Swim Club is based on a federal system of government.  It shall consist of a president, vice president, treasurer and secretary.  

The President is the highest administrative officer empowered to create or disband other offices, appoint or remove officers, write rules, levy dues, and govern the membership in the best interest of the purposes set herein. The UAlbany Swim Club President’s duties are as follows; Oversee practices and organize format, goals and lessons, Oversee off campus activities organized with external parties involving swim meets, off campus trips, and off campus socials, Oversee the Membership Process and Club Fee Funds, and Oversee the Vice-president to assist in his/her duties.
The Vice President’s duties are as follows; Assist President with off campus actives and communication if necessary, Assist in organizing overall practice goals and lessons, oversee and organize lane 5 weekly practice yardage alongside presidents practice goals, contact apparel companies to design and order club clothing, suits and equipment once per semester, Oversee all on campus club events, assist in weekly membership attendance and organize at least one club event per semester. The treasurer is responsible for keeping all the records of all financial dealings of the UAlbany Swim Club.  His/Her duty shall also encompass the collection and record keeping of membership fees and organize fundraising activities for membership.

The UAlbany Swim Club Secretary’s duties are as follows; Oversee and organize lane 4 weekly practice yardage alongside presidents practice goals, help Vice President with organizing and contacting apparel companies to design and order club clothing, suits and equipment once per semester, help Vice President with all on campus club events, assist in weekly membership attendance, organize at least one club event per semester, take notes from meetings and events, and reading announcements at meetings and any “secretarial” work that has to be done for the UAlbany Swim Club.
Treasurer - The UAlbany Swim Club Treasurer’s duties are as follows; Oversee and organize lane 6 weekly practice yardage alongside presidents practice goals, assist President with organizing memberships, attendance and club fees, help Vice President with all on campus club events, assist President in weekly membership attendance and organize at least one club event per semester.
Officer - The UAlbany Swim Club Officer’s duties are as follows; Oversee and organize lane 3 weekly practice yardage alongside presidents practice goals, help President with organizing memberships, attendance and club fees, help Vice President with all on campus club events, assist in weekly membership attendance and organize at least one club event per semester.
Safety Officer - The UAlbany Swim Club Officer’s duties are as follows; help Vice President with organizing swim club apparel, help Vice President with all on campus club events, assist in weekly, organize at least one club event per semester.
The UAlbany Swim club Advisor is responsible with assisting the club members with any duties they are unable to perform.

Article V


Club Meetings are four times per week; Monday, Tuesday, Thursday 6-7pm and Sundays 5:30-6:30. Changes will be announced at the end meetings or by email. Flyers will be posted for the first meeting.
Article VI

Dues shall be determined prior to the school year in order to defray the cost of any expenses.
Article VII

The president shall be empowered to issue warrants of appointment or removal of any officer. The president shall be removed with 2/3 majority vote of the members.

Article VII


The president shall be empowered to issue an amendment to the constitution, in whole or in part, to be set down by the Secretary who will be charged to inform the Student Association of the changes.
Article VIII

The office of the treasurer shall be charged with preparing a budget for the Student Association funds and the responsibility for proper expenditure of these funds.

Article IX

This Constitution shall become affective upon approval by the Student Association.
